Community groups have been campaigning for some time for the name changes, claiming that The Big Lunch, an event that is taking place on Sunday 5th June, is of such cultural and local importance that permanent fixtures should be renamed in its honour and to mark the thousands of people that are expected to turn out across the city for this year’s event.
